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Efficacy evaluation of clinical practice teaching in the cultivation of medical
humanistic quality”

Abstract Objective: To explore the teaching effects of clinical practice teaching methods integrated into
medical humanities on general practice students. Methods: 100 general medicine interns of Guilin Medical
College in 2017 were selected as the control group, and 100 interns majoring in general medicine from
2018 were selected as the experimental group. The control group were adopted traditional classroom
humanistic medicine teaching and clinical practice teaching methods, while the experimental group were
adopted a teaching method of integrating medical humanistic quality cultivation into clinical practice
teaching. Teaching effectiveness was evaluated through medical humanistic quality scores, satisfaction

scores, and professional exam scores. Results; The medical humanities literacy scores, the satisfaction
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scores of clinical teaching teachers and the satisfaction scores of patients to interns in the experimental

group were all better than those of the control group, and the differences between the two groups were

statistically significant( P<0.05) ; there was no significant difference between theoretical performance and

skill performance between the two groups (P>0.05). Conclusion: The clinical practice teaching method

integrated into medical humanities has a significant teaching effect on improving the medical humanistic

literacy of general practitioner students, and lays a humanistic foundation for the comprehensive

development of general practice students on the road of medicine.
